THE RULES  
of the competition for the Maciej Nowicki Prize 
granted for innovative solutions in Polish architecture
Organizers:

Competition objectives and goals:

      The objective of the competition is to increase Polish architects’ interest in architectural innovation. 

      Looking for new ways to shape space, characterised by high efficiency and aesthetic qualities, protection of the environment, development and implementation of human-friendly technologies and materials in construction and architecture, is becoming the absolute prerequisite for making the recipients and users of architecture more sensitive to its quality and its educational role.

      For the construction industry, materials manufacturers and technology makers, participation in the creation of this prize is also an opportunity for their own growth and economic success. Inspirations drawn from the commended projects will make it possible to reach for new solutions, by way of feedback, enabling architects to create better architecture.

      It is the organizers’ intention to confer the prize annually, to reward the achievements of Polish architects in areas of their professional work to be specified precisely on each occasion. Ideally, the prizes should be granted for projects which make a significant contribution to the development of architectural culture, capable of promoting Polish architectural thought throughout the world.

       The prizes and commendations will be conferred during a forum held as part of the BUDMA International Construction Fair, showing the potential of combining materials, structural design and aesthetics.

Competition theme: “Life between buildings”

1. Prerequisites for participation:

1.1 Designs completed during the last three years prior to the grant shall be admitted for consideration for the Grand Prize and special prizes, except for the special commendation for study projects.

1.2 The special student prize is a form of accolade for entries created during the same period.

1.3 Eligible entrants include architects, interior architects and landscape architects from all of Poland, students and graduates of respective faculties  in higher-education institutions.

1.4 It is prerequisite for the designer to hold unlimited copyright and personal rights in the work entered in the competition.
1.5 The jurors shall not be entrants in the competition. 
1.6 The competition documentation must be submitted by the deadlines specified in Clause 3. It must be complete and meet the formal criteria in all aspects. Documentations which fail to meet these requirements shall not be admitted.

1.7.
The prize and the commendations shall be conferred upon designer(s) for their architectural concept (thought) showing characteristics of an outstandingly innovative solution. Innovative solutions are those which have a novel quality in aesthetic, technological, sustainable and functional terms, making the entry unique and decisive for its high quality.

2. Entries:

2.1. Entrants must submit complete entry documentation, in the form of rigid display boards (100 x 70 cm in size) glued onto foam, and CDs containing a complete set of drawings and photographs (site plan, floor plans, cross-sections, elevations, and visualizations, designer’s description of the project and CV). The photographs should be supplied in a publishable quality format.

2.2. The entries must be submitted in a package labelled “Nagroda im. Macieja Nowickiego” (“Maciej Nowicki Prize”) to the office of the Poznan International Fair (ul. Głogowska 14, 60-734  Poznan), attn. Mr Krzysztof Pokorski, Head of design Department, either personally or by post, with additional annotation: “Gmach Administracyjny – RECEPCJA”.
2.3. The package must contain the designer’s declaration of acceptance of the competition terms and conditions and his/her warranty and representation that he/she has created the submitted work himself/herself. For students, a certificate of enrolment will be sufficient.

2.4. Materials submitted in digital form shall be retained in the archives of Architektura & Biznes monthly; materials submitted in the form of boards and other display elements shall be returned to the entrants or destroyed under the supervision of a committee appointed for such a procedure. Such materials may be used by the  organizers for publication and in an exhibition of the projects submitted by entrants who entered the finals.

3. Deadline for entry:

Entries must be submitted and shall be received before or on 10.01.2010. Entries received after 10.01.2010 shall not be considered. The date of personal delivery or the postmark date shall be deemed the date of submission.

 4. Jury:

4.1. The entries shall be evaluated by an independent jury of authorities on architecture, architectural criticism, and history of architecture.

4.2. The jury, composed of 3 jurors (two architecture experts, one representative of Architektura & Biznes monthly), shall be appointed on each occasion by Firma Wydawniczo-Reklamowa RAM Sp. z o.o., which is the publisher of Architektura & Biznes monthly.

5. The prizes
5.1.
The jury shall grant one prize of PLN 8 000 and three honorary commendations.

5.2. The prizes and commendations shall be presented by the President of Firma Wydawniczo-Reklamowa RAM Sp. z o.o. during the BUDMA 2010 Fair.
5.3. The total pool of prizes is PLN  8 000.
5.4. The jury reserves the right to distribute the prizes differently. 
6. Entry evaluation and shortlisting criteria 
6.1.
The evaluation criteria will be determined by the jury, according to the principles set forth in Clause 1.7 hereof for determination of the degree of innovativeness.

7. Publications:

The competition documentation will be available in the current and subsequent issues of Architektura & Biznes magazine and, starting on 1 October 2010, will be downloadable from www.architekturaibiznes.com.pl (also in English).

The organizer reserves the right to extend the list of patrons in the course of organizing the competition.

9.2. Any changes to these Rules must be executed as a written addendum to the Rules.

9.3. The themes will be changed in subsequent annual editions of the competition.
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
